This theory is based on the
idea that individuals must view
success as the result of some-
thing they did, also known as
effort. It is the idea that we are
in control of positive outcomes
and that when we are success-
ful it isn't because we were
“lucky.”

Specific patterns of attribution
have been identified as contrib-
uting to either high or low levels
of motivation, persistence and
self-esteem. Students with
higher ratings of self-esteem
and with higher school achieve-
ment tend to attribute success
to internal, stable, uncontrolla-
ble factors such as ability, while
they contribute failure to either
internal, unstable, controllable
factors such as effort, or exter-
nal, uncontrollable factors such
as task difficulty (Marsh, 1986;
Weiner, 1989).

Students who struggle often
attribute their difficulties as re-
lated to a stable factor (ability)
versus an unstable, or control-
lable factor (effort). Conversely,
students who have a history of
